With huge wide swings, swing once, then twice, then on the third swing, the single women will jump forward anticipating the release of the bouquet.  But the bride will only be faking them out, as the bride needs to still be holding the bouquet.  Then do that again.  Swing once, twice, and fake them out again.  On the third set, swing once, twice, then release (9 swings total).  Your entertainer will be standing next to the bride during this event, and will remind the bride prior to the start of the bouquet toss the procedure.

_____ Dollar Dance.  Typically this lasts from 3-6 songs, depending on how many are lined up to dance with the bride and groom.  For long lines, your entertainer will give people the option to cut to the front of the line for $5.  Your entertainer may elect to allow men to dance with the groom for $10.

_____ 2 Entertainers.  One entertainer works the crowd from the DJ booth; the other works the crowd from the dance floor.  Not available in all areas.
